AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 10 OF THE BENNETT MUNICIPAL CODE TO 

PROHIBIT THE USE OF DYNAMIC BRAKING DEVICES IN THE TOWN 

 

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. § 31-15-401, the Town may prevent and suppress noises and 

disturbances in any public or private place; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees finds that the creation of excessive noise by large trucks 

in particular is a detriment to public health, comfort, convenience, safety and welfare; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees desires to prohibit the use of dynamic braking devices in 

order to secure and promote the public health, comfort, convenience, safety and welfare of the Town 

and its inhabitants.   

 

 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE 

TOWN OF BENNETT, COLORADO: 

 

 Section 1. Chapter 10, Article V of the Bennett Municipal Code is hereby amended by the 

addition of a new Section 8-5-190 to read as follows: 

 

Sec. 8-5-190 - Dynamic braking devices. 

 

 No person shall operate within the limits of the Town any motor vehicle with 

a dynamic braking device engaged.  For purposes of this section, a dynamic braking 

device is a device used primarily on trucks for the conversion of the engine from an 

internal combustion engine to an air compressor for the purpose of braking without 

the use of wheel brakes. 

  

 Section 2. If any article, section, paragraph, sentence, clause, or phrase of this ordinance 

is held to be unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, such decision shall not affect the validity or 

constitutionality of the remaining portions of this ordinance.  The Board of Trustees hereby declares 

that it would have passed this ordinance and each part or parts hereof irrespective of the fact that any 

one part or parts be declared unconstitutional or invalid. 

 

Section 3. The repeal or modification of any provision of any prior ordinance by this 

ordinance shall not release, extinguish, alter, modify, or change in whole or in part any penalty, 

forfeiture or liability, either civil or criminal, which shall have been incurred under such provision, 

and each provision shall be treated and held as still remaining in force for the purpose of sustaining 

any judgment, decree, or order which can or may be rendered, entered, or made in such actions, suits, 

proceedings, or prosecutions. 

 

Section 4. All other ordinances or portions thereof inconsistent or conflicting with this 

ordinance or any portion hereof are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency or conflict.
